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RENT XXI - Conference Travel Information.

Registration for RENT XXI will be held from 18.00 on Wednesday 21st November in the VCJ Suite, at the Main Building Cardiff University.  There will be a short welcome speech at 18.30; therefore people are advised to arrive by this time.  Registration will continue after the speeches.

Further registration will commence at 08.30 on Thursday 22nd November in the Riverside Suite, The Millennium Stadium. 
At registration you will be issued with a booklet detailing times and locations for the conference and a conference bag. This document gives travel information for both the University Main Building and the Millennium Stadium.  
Getting to Cardiff University Main Building.
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Attached to the email is a PDF map of the Cathays Campus of the University. The map is also available at http://www.cardiff.ac.uk/locations/index.html.
Registration will be held from 6pm on Wednesday in the Main Building, numbered 39 (Square D3) on the map. The building is accessible from both Park Place and Museum Avenue and the VC Suite is immediately as you enter the building. 
Arriving by train: Cathays station is the closest to the Main Building, almost directly opposite it. However, you are more likely to arrive at Cardiff Central Train Station. Both of these stations are shown on the attached map. 
If you arrive at Cardiff Central, it will take approximately 15 minutes to walk to the Main Building. Alternately, there are taxis available at the station, costing approximately £4 , or train connections are available to Cathays Station.
Arriving by taxi: Ask the taxi driver to take you to Cardiff University Main Building on either Park Place, directly opposite the Student Union, or on Museum Avenue. 

The first option in Cardiff is to stop a taxi in the street (similar to ‘London Cabs’). These are the black and white taxis only. The second option is to call a taxi. Three local taxi services are listed below:

Getting to the Millennium Stadium.
RENT XXI is being held largely at the Millennium Stadium (MS). Entrance to the conference is via GATE 7 or 1, as seen on Map 2 (below), on the ‘river side’ of the Stadium. Most of the conference is being held in various suites around the stadium, details of each suite will be given on arrival.
Map 1: Cardiff Town Centre and Millennium Stadium – M (below left)
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Map 2: Entrance to the Millennium Stadium/RENT Conference (above right)
Arriving from Cardiff Central Train Station: The stadium is less than 5mins walk from Central Station, which is shown on Map 1. Walk directly out of the station and you will see the stadium ahead of you. Walk left towards the stadium with the bus station on your right, you are now on Wood St facing a cinema complex. Head towards the river and take the walkway on your right, past the cinema. Walk down the walkway, past a sign for ‘GATE 7’ and the entrance to the conference is about 200 yards down.
Arriving from Cardiff International Airport: Cardiff Airport is situated 12 miles out of the city centre, near the town of Rhoose. There are various methods of getting to Cardiff City Centre or the stadium: 
Car hire is available from the Airport from three leading car hire companies, Avis (0870 608 6328), Europcar (+44 (0) 1446 711924) or Hertz (01446 711722). 
Taxi: Checker cars (01466711747), the official taxi operator for the airport, offers a 24 hour service, with a booking office located outside the arrivals hall. The approximate cost of a taxi from Cardiff Airport to central Cardiff is £24.

Trains to Cardiff Central (see above) run hourly Monday to Saturday and two hourly on Sundays. There is a shuttle bus service (free to passengers in possession of a valid train ticket) which meets every train to carry passengers on the short journey to/from the airport terminal. Bus: Cardiff bus 'Airbus Xpress' service X91 operates between Cardiff Central station (see Map 1) and Cardiff International Airport hourly on Mondays to Saturdays daytime and every two hours on Sundays. For details of timings please ring Traveline on 0871 200 22 33. Adult Single fare is £3.40.

Arriving by Car: There is a multi-storey NCP car park opposite the main stadium entrance on Westgate Street, but parking elsewhere in the vicinity of the stadium is limited. For full directions to Cardiff please email one of the addresses given at the end of these instructions.
Arriving by Bus: The main bus station for Cardiff is situated 5mins walk from the stadium, opposite Cardiff Central Train Station. Please follow the above instructions from the train station. Information and timetables can be viewed at http://www.cardiffbus.com/
Arriving by Taxi:
The first option in Cardiff is to stop a taxi in the street (similar to ‘London Cabs’). These taxis are the black and white taxis only.
The second option is to call a taxi. Three local taxi services are listed below:

Ask the taxi driver to drop you at GATE 1 or 7 of the Millennium Stadium and simply walk down the path next to the river. 
Important details about The Millennium Stadium.
